The technology standards and grading will be embedded 
in our current courses such that no additional coursework is necessary.  Courses containing embedded components which satisfy the 
requirement are currently being identified and will be marked with an asterisk (*) by June 2009.  Notice of completion of the requirement 
will be included on transcripts during the 2009-10 school year.  You may contact your student’s Grade Level Advisor with questions.

At the beginning of the 12th grade each student will be given a transcript to check for mistakes.  The transcript 
will include the total number of credits earned and a list of the senior year schedule. Students in grades 7-11 can 
check their transcript online.

Upon entering WHS, students are assigned a Grade Level Advisor to assist them with program planning, 
college and career guidance, and personal and school problems.  Students may make an appointment to see their 
Grade Level Advisor by telephone, email or in person at the front office.   
 
The Grade Level Advisors help students plan an appropriate program of studies and advises students whenever 
adjustments in the program are necessary. 
 
In the fall of the 7th grade year parents are invited to attend a getting to know Whitney meeting.  In the spring of 
the 8th grade year students and parents are invited to attend a planning conference to discuss a 4 year high 
school academic plan.  Parents will be contacted later with the date and time of the meetings. In grades 9 
through 11 parent meetings are held when needed to review the four-year plan, assess student progress and 
communicate college information. 
 
As part of our Counseling Services we have a Career Specialist who will advise and help students with career 
exploration, job shadowing and internship opportunities.  
 
The College Center Specialist is our scholarship/financial aid expert. She helps students with locating and 
applying for scholarships and financial aid applications. 
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Schedules, Grades & Credits 
 

Student Schedule Requirements 
 

Students in grades 7-11 are required to enroll in six classes.  Seniors are required to enroll in at least five 
classes.  One of the five classes could be a college level class.  The student must have prior Grade Level 
Advisor’s permission to enroll in a college class. 
 

Course Credit Information and Make-Up Policy 
 

In the typical course, grade and credit (5.0 credits) are granted at the end of each semester.  Some of our 
courses are granted 2.5 credits at the end of each semester.   
 
If a student fails a class, he/she must meet with his/her Grade Level Advisor for advice and needed 
paperwork.  
 
Graduation: If a student has not met the minimum requirements for graduation due to a grade of “F’ 
he/she can make-up classes by completing one of the following options: Adult School, Community 
College, University of California online or Whitney HS (if available). 
 
CSU/UC Eligibility: All UC/CSU coursework for eligibility requires a “C” or better.  If a student does 
not meet the minimum eligibility requirement for  attendance to a 4-year college or university because of 
a “D” or “F” he/she can make-up classes by completing one of the following options: Community 
College or Whitney HS (if available). 
 

Incomplete GradesIncomplete GradesIncomplete GradesIncomplete Grades    
    

An incomplete grade (I) can be given by a teacher when a student misses a final examination or does not 
turn in required work due to illness, suspension, or a reason beyond the student’s control. The student 
must complete the coursework required to remove the incomplete with a period of time that equals the 
duration of the absence.  When the absence is due to an extended illness, the student has one quarter 
following the absences to complete the required work in order to receive a letter grade and credit for the 
class. 
 
The student (or parent) must get approval from the Department chair in order to make-up a final 
examination. The student (or parent) is responsible for contacting the teacher for assignments necessary 
to complete the work.  For extremely long periods of illness, a separate plan may be developed between 
the student/parent, teacher, and grade level advisor. 
 
Once the student completes the required work, it is the responsibility of the teacher to remove the 
incomplete by filing the appropriate grade change form with the Counseling office.  If the coursework is 
not completed in the allotted time after which it is assigned, the incomplete will be converted to the 
grade the student would have earned with zero grades for the makeup work.

The grade given to each student shall be the grade determined by the teacher of the course. The 
determination of the student’s grade by the teacher, in the absence of error, shall be final (Ed. Code 
49066). In the event of an error, corrections can be made within the first six weeks of the semester 
following the semester for which the grade was given.  It is the responsibility of the teacher to submit a 
grade correction or remove an incomplete by the deadline.  Any questions regarding a final grade should 
be directed toward the teacher of the specific course.

Students who repeat a course to improve their grades will not be awarded duplicate units of credit 
(unless the course is designated as one that is repeatable for credit).  Both grades will appear on the 
transcript.  Student’s who receive an “F” in a course that is not repeated, will have the “F” computed in 
the GPA. If students are repeating a course they need to meet with their grade level advisor to ensure 
they are on track in meeting graduation and UC/CSU requirements.  The UC/CSU system will only 
accept repeat grades for courses to improve a “D” or “F” grade.  Each college or university may treat 
grades earned in repeated courses differently.

• Enrollment into new classes must be made by September 25th, except for extenuating circumstances brought to light by an 
instructor and approved by an administrator or grade level advisor. 

• Changes in classes to accommodate a student’s preference of a teacher will not be made. A conference with the current teacher, 
the student, and the parents will be scheduled to attempt to resolve concerns. 

• Changes in the level of a class (e.g. AP to Honors, CP to Honors) may be requested. Changes will be made only with the 
approval of the Department Chairperson and parent and only if space is available. A review of previous grades, test, performance,

They demonstrate the ability to determine the appropriate  
structure and style needed to address a variety of writing purposes and audiences.  One research project is 
required.  Grammar instruction is based on diagnosed student needs.
