More than a century and a half ago, a French novelist noted "plus ¢a change, plus c'est la méme chose" which roughly
translates to "the more things change, the more they stay the same". As we look forward to the new year, we reflect on
how much has changed from the one it follows. Just by looking at the school itself, you will note that there is a new
structure going up where a good portion of the basketball courts used to be. For the continuing families at Whitney, we
know this is a tell-tale sign that the project we have all been working so hard for, the Raise The Roof campaign, is taking
on a life of its own. Upon its projected completion date in February of this academic year, we will have a state -of-the-art
350-seat performance center with 3 multimedia labs to call our own. Funds continue to be raised since we still need the
resources to outfit the labs with workstations and equipment to properly showcase student talent in the areas of
performing arts and new media creation. The building itself has met its targeted construction goal with the help of
California's Prop 1D matching funds, the ABC Unified School District, former mayor of Cerritos Grace Hu (whose children
are all alumni), Anne Mack (class of 1994), and the parents and donors of Whitney High School. Without the support of
the parents, faculty, and administrators, this project simply would have never been started. The idea for a performance
space started 3 years ago, but it was not until 2 years ago that the various parent groups, through the Whitney High
School Foundation for Educational Excellence, formally voted to support the project and proceeded to raise the funds
necessary to make it a reality. Many families gave knowing that the project would not be finished by the time their
children graduated and would never realize its benefits. For those of us who have children attending Whitney today, we
need to run the last leg of the race and match their sacrifice. The work is not done and we need everyone's help.

Another significant sign of change is that we have a new principal. Dr. Rhonda Buss comes to us from Carmenita
Middle School. Whitney High School has been very fortunate in that we have been blessed with very capable and
talented chief administrators from the very earliest days all the way to our beloved former principal, Patricia Hager who is
now with another school district in Los Angeles county. Principals do more than administer to the day -to-day running of
a school; they are the visionaries that set the agenda for the long -term health and success of a school. They set the tone
for the learning environment itself and it is under their leadership that a learning institution rises and falls. Dr. Buss
comes to Whitney very highly recommended and it will be under her administration that Whitney will weather the most
devastating economic environment public education has ever faced in California's history. With such a heavy burden we
owe her our full support. The face of public education will continue to evolve and change in the most populous state.
What that change looks like and how Whitney comes out of it will largely rest on her capable shoulders. The Foundation
wholeheartedly welcomes Dr. Rhonda Buss to our canvas halls and looks forward to working with her to ensure that
whatever changes come, the Whitney High School family will face them together as a team.

What will remain the same is that Whitney High School will continue its long tradition as the #1 public high school in
the golden state. This year, as in previous years, Whitney came out on top in every standardized metric. Our 2011

Berkeley and UCLA rank among the best universities in the world regardless of what metric is used to gauge success.

What is School Site Council?

According to the California Education Code, all public schools are required to

have a group made up of the siteds stakeh

plan.

How does it work?

Whitney does not qualify for most state and federal program funding, so the

budget is significantly less than other local comprehensive high schools. In
addition, WHS is also unique through its specialized mission statement. The
combination of these two facts results in the SSC assembling for a meeting once
per quarter through the school year (average of four times per year) on a Friday

afternoon (usually 3:00 7 4:00). Agendas are prepared and distributed with

reminder notices issued one week prior to the actual meeting.
